The vendor booths will be open on Friday at 6:00 p.m., however parts of Main, Washington and Railroad Streets will
be closed off at 12:00 noon to regular traffic, so that vendors can move in their booths and wares. Booths will remain
open on Friday until 10:00 p.m. and re-open on Saturday at 10:00 a.m. and remain open until approximately 10:00
p.m.

We will be following the same format as the prior years with live entertainment on Friday night and all day
Saturday.

Enclosed you will find your vendor application, contract and hold harmless statement. The sooner we receive
your application the better your location will be. We will not hold a booth space by telephone. Please send in your
application as soon as possible. If you are a food vendor, you must call in advance to see if your food product will
be allowed. Applications must be received within 30 days of calling in your items. On the 31°* day, we will free up
that item for other vendors. Remember we only allow two of the same chief food types. The Martin-Tyrell-
Washington District Health Department also requires all food vendors to submit an application with a $75.00
permit fee at least 10 days prior to the Stampede. This application will be sent to you after you are confirmed for
participation in the Stampede.
